MINUTES

JACKSON COUNTY COUNCIL
March 21, 2012
Councilman Thompson called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance and the Lords Prayer.  Sheriff Mike Carothers did the swearing in of the Council.

Councilwoman Schepman made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 15, 2012 minutes as presented.   Councilman Prange seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.

Councilman Brewer stated that after reviewing the fine structure for infractions he has found that the only way to benefit the county would be to increase the late fee.  The late fee is now $5.00 according to Clerk Amanda Lowery. Councilman Brewer also met with Superior Court I Judge Bruce Markel and he stated that he has no desire to set a late fee. 
Councilman Thompson made the first reading of the Additional Appropriation requests.  Councilman Brewer made a motion to approve on first reading.  Councilman Prange seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.

Prosecutor Rick Poynter requested additional monies from the Prosecutors Diversion fund in the amount of $2,600.00 for the purchase of equipment for the Seymour Police Department.  Councilman Brewer made a motion to approve the request.  Councilman Wheeler seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
EMS Director Dennis Brasher requested an additional appropriation in the amount of $37,815.36 from the EMS fund for the purchase of a vehicle.  Councilman Brewer made a motion to approve the request.  Councilman Prange seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried. 
Clerk Amanda Lowery requested additional monies from the Help America Vote fund in the amount of $2,000.00 for the cost of sending mailers to county residents to alert them to the change in voting precincts.  Councilman Pottschmidt made a motion to approve the request.  Councilman Wheeler seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
Emergency Management Director Duane Dave requested additional funding in the amount of $1,000.00 from the county general fund to pay for the narrow banding for VHF radios.  Councilman Prange made a motion to approve the request.  Councilman Pottschmidt seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
Highway Supervisor Warren Martin requested an additional appropriation from the Cumulative Capital fund in the amount of $140,000.00 for the purchase of equipment.  Councilman Prange made a motion to approve the request.  Councilman Brewer seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
Highway Supervisor Warren Martin requested additional appropriations from the Cumulative Bridge fund in the amount of $125,000.00 for work on Bridge #149, $100,000.00 for work on Bridge #165 and $100,000.00 for work on Bridge #52.  Councilman Prange made a motion to approve all three requests.  Councilman Brewer seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
Highway Supervisor Warren Martin requested an additional appropriations from the Motor Vehicle Highway fund in the amount of $46,714.00 for bituminous by bid and $4,200.00 for the purchase of radios.  Councilman Thompson made a motion to approve both requests.  Councilman Prange seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
Highway Supervisor Warren Martin requested an additional appropriation from the Local Road & Street fund in the amount of $359,893.00 for the purchase of #10 bituminous materials.  Councilman Prange made a motion to approve the request.  Councilman Wheeler seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
Highway Supervisor Warren Martin requested an additional appropriation from the CEDIT fund in the amount of $578,286.00 for contract paving.  Councilman Prange made a motion to approve the request.  Councilman Wheeler seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
Attorney Susan Bevers gave an update on the past due sewer bill which the county owes to the Town of Brownstown.  Susan explained that the location of the facility is in question as to whether the county will pay in-town or out-of-town rates.  
Juvenile Detention Center Director John Long submitted his report for February 2012 and updated Council on activities at the Detention Center.  Greg Prange expressed his gratitude for the updates provided by John.

Sheriff Mike Carothers submitted the Jail activity report and the meal expense report for February 2012.  Sheriff Carothers reported that officer Charlie Murphy is doing better after his recent accident.

Councilman Thompson reported that in an effort to see how the recession has effected Jackson County it was necessary to take a look at the revenue from the county adjusted gross income tax (CAGIT). Councilman Thompson stated that after three years of dropping it has turned around and it is his hope that this will remain true.
Councilman Prange made a motion to adjourn.  Councilman Wheeler seconded.  Six (6) yes votes, motion carried.
